The task is to conduct a systematic literature search and to
classify the studies into categories to be determined. Determine
the frequency of methods used, applications addressed, planning
horizons targeted, etc.

Expected results

Students are expected to hand in substantiated report. A stretch
goal would be an additional short paper for a conference.
